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Changes in the Use of Pectorals between the Middle Kingdom and
the New Kingdom

Abstract

Various personal adornments were used as grave goods in ancient Egypt. Their designs changed with the
period, and certain new types of personal adornments periodically emerge and change over time. For instance,
personal adornments made of new materials such as polychrome faience and glass were extensively used from
the New Kingdom (c. 1550-1069 BCE). On the other hand, pectorals, which are large pendants for necklaces,
were used in both the Middle and New Kingdoms. Other previous studies have already argued that meanings of
pectorals were different in the Middle Kingdom (c. 2000-1650 BCE) and the New Kingdom by analyzing the
themes of iconography showing on them.

In this paper, archaeological data were considered as a complement to iconography. Specifically, data of
tombs in which pectorals were found, the location where they were located in tombs, and relation to other kinds
of personal adornments are analyzed. Some pectorals were retrieved from the cemetery of Dahshur North during
expeditions directed by Prof. Dr. Sakuji Yoshimura, so they were used in the section of analysis of the New
Kingdom pectorals. As a result, it became clear that representations on pectorals from the Dahshur North site,
unlike Middle Kingdom pectorals, were deeply related to funeral rites. This finding supports the argument put
forward by previous scholars that Middle Kingdom pectorals showed "king's dogma" and New Kingdom pectorals
represented funerary aspects. In addition to their iconography, it is clear that pectorals were treated differently
in the Middle and New Kingdoms. For example, pectorals were exclusively buried with royalty in the Middle
Kingdom, but in the New Kingdom, more people, including non-royalty, could afford them. Moreover, Middle
Kingdom pectorals were put outside coffins, but some New Kingdom pectorals were buried with the deceased in
coffins.

These changes suggest that the significance and use of pectorals changed over time. Middle Kingdom
pectorals were used to show social status and strong connections with kings, while New Kingdom pectorals, by
contrast, had the function of completing the funeral rites. This paper provides possible reasons for why such a
change occurred. In brief, New Kingdom pectorals did not have to specialize their meaning in showing strong
connection with the deceased and kings because other kinds of personal adornments, such as faience finger rings
and shebyu collars assumed that function. Rather, New Kingdom pectorals were used as a medium of fixing

amulets on the chest for the funeral ritual.
